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Guitarist Frank "Paris Slim" Goldwasser is no stranger to those who've been paying atten-
tion to the West Coast blues scene over the last two decades. Born in Paris, France in 1960, his ini-
tial blues inspiration came from Hound Dog Taylor's "Natural Boogie" LP. Upon relocating to
the Bay area while still in his early 20’s, Goldwasser became deeply immersed in the area's still-
vibrant blues scene. He racked up three years touring with Jimmy McCracklin, as well as positive
reviews for appearances at most of the prominent local venues with a distinguished roster of
blues talent including Lowell Fulson, Percy Mayfield and Charlie Musselwhite.

Four years after his first single was issued in 1984 on San Francisco's Backtrack label, his CD
debut "Blues For Esther” appeared, a strong outing which received a nomination from the pres-
tigious W.C. Handy Awards. Its follow-up, "Bleedin’ Heart", was co-produced with Joe Louis
Walker, who guested along with Sonny Rhodes. More recently Goldwasser contributed his tal-
ents for two releases by the Mannish Boys, including “That Represent Man” nominated for
both “Album of the Year” and “Traditional Blues Album of the Year” in the 2006 Blues Music
Awards (formerly the W.C. Handy Awards).

His new CD “Bluju”, produced by Delta Groove founder Randy Chortkoff, has won praise in
Europe as one of the most progressive blues releases in years. Goldwasser taps into a deep well-
spring of influences, from blues and soul, to world music, to rock and beyond, while at the same
time remaining deeply rooted in the blues tradition. Included on this newly expanded edition
available for the first time here in the U.S. are two bonus tracks featuring wild renditions of the
Hound Dog Taylor songs “She’s Gone” and “55% Street Boogie”, bringing Frank “Paris Slim”
Goldwasser full circle back to his roots and the music that initially inspired him in his youth.
