In his spare time Randy Chortkoff

put together a combo called the

Mannish Boys, where he@ band

leader, song writer and harmonica

player. He@ also been a concert pro-
moter for several Little Walter

Festivals on the west coast. Randy

was able to take a few moments out

of his busy schedule, a manager at

Delta Groove gave him a ten minute

break to talk with Big City Rhythm &

Blues.

Did Little Walter influence you?

Little Walter is my main man. He
was the most innovative harmonica
player known to man. Listen to Little
Walter and you hear a little jazz,
saxophone, or trumpet, he incorpo-
rated that into a little ten hole skin
flute.

What other harmonicas players
have influenced you?

Sonny Boy, Big Walter Horton,
and when | was a kid | was a huge
fan of Paul Butterfield.

Whats your favorite harp?
Marine Band wood comb har-

monica in AQI can play first posi-
tion, second or third and it works
well for me. B flat would be my sec-
ond choice.

Do you have a name for your
harps?

(he laughs) Human organ,
boneaphone, and skin flute.

Favorite Harmonica song?
Anything Al Jolson did, | love to
try and duplicate on the harmonica.

Favorite microphone or equip-
ment?

A Satic mic. Amplifiersin the
studio, | like a small Fender Tweed
pro. And, now that we®e playing
big outdoor festivals | like to use a
black faced Fender super reverb.

How long have you been playing
harmonica?

Twenty-five-30 years, somewhere
in there, could be longer.

Why made you pick it up?
It was very light.

Do you have a favorite guitar
player?

Jmmy Rogers, Luther Tucker,
Louis Myers.

Do you have a day job?

Besides the record label, |@n
working on a movie called Spring
Break 83, about everything good and
everything really bad about the 80@.
It@ got a variety of music from the
80@ and also two artists from my
new label Eclecto Groove, Mike Zito
and Anna Popovich. We just got the
new Sean Costello CD today on
Delta Groove and weQ@e very excited
about it. Check it out on our website
DeltaGrooveprodutions.com .

er gigs or when | don®want to take
the old guys out of the house or stu-
dio.

Do you play any other instru-
ments?

Guitar... my friend Mark Hummel
says that all harmonica players are
frustrated guitar players.| would tend
to agree with that in most cases. He
played some pretty good guitar on a
gig we did once, in fact.

Favorite guitarist?

Darren Gallen, who plays in
Toronto in Raoul and the Big Time,
is a fantastic totally underrated blues
guitar player, very tasteful and with
alot of soul. From the famous guy
list just a few would be T-Bone
Walter, The Aces (Dave and Louis_
Myers) and a living master who 10e
recorded and toured with, Junior
Watson.
